Tenebrae:   Spy Wednesday 12th April at 7.30pm in Crossgar:


Tenebrae is Latin for darkness or shadows.


The Tenebrae Service, which might date from as early as the 5th century, recreates the emotional aspects of the Passion.


It serves as a sort of funeral service, or dirge, commemorating the death of Jesus Christ. Fifteen candles are gradually extinguished as we read through psalms divided into three sections or nocturnes. The service ends in darkness and with a striking sound (the “Strepitus”) that signifies the closing of the Tomb and the furore in Heaven. Silence follows and we all leave the Church in darkness.





Good Friday:


Good Friday is a day of Fasting and Abstinence.


The wonderful gift of the Lord’s merciful love is offered in a special way in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

Holy Week is the high-point of Lent.  The heart of Holy Week is the three day remembrance of the life, death and Resurrection of Jesus in The Sacred Triduum - the Liturgies of Holy Thursday, Good Friday and The Easter Vigil of Holy Saturday Night.
